Writing Paper 2

Here are some questions you might like to try.

1. You have a fixed contract of 37.5 hours a week. Your employer regularly expects you and your colleagues to work overtime, often up to 50 hours a week and more. 5. Write a report on the way in which your town has changed in recent years and whether it has changed for the better or worse.

6. ‘Modern technology does as much harm as good.’ Do you agree?

7. Most countries in the Western world are trying to increase the number people who go to university. Why do you think this is? Do you think it is a sensible objective to pursue?

8. The question of climate change, increased pollution levels and general abuse of the environment is making headline news. What do you think the man in the street can do to contribute to making the world a cleaner place to live in?

9. ‘People take sport too seriously.’ Do you agree with this statement?

10. ‘Fashion is the opium of the masses.’ Discuss.

11. Describe a person in your life who you particularly admire and explain why you admire them.

12. ‘Travel broadens the mind’ Do you think this is true of all types of travel?

13. Write an article for the University Students’ Mag describing an event that took place recently. The event can be local or national. 

14. Write a book review for the Student Mag of a book that was particularly significant in your studies.

15. Which public figure do you think is most influential in the life of your country at the present time?

16. In many countries in the world there has been a change in employment patterns in the last 30 years. Has the same thing happened in your country?

17. If you could travel back to any place and time in history, where and when would you choose?

18. Write a letter to a university applying for a place on their PhD programme. You have already filled out an application form giving the details of your academic career The letter should be more specific and state why you think you should be accepted on the course.
