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Final Assessment Modules C

ATTENDING STUDENTS

Final assessment of Module C consists in a short written paper (transcription from IPA to normal script) a class presentation, in groups, ‘competenze linguistiche’ to be taken on 29 May and an oral exam. Students cannot take the oral exam if they have not passed competenze linguistiche. Students will not have to repeat the class presentation unless told otherwise (i.e. it does not meet the requirements for assessment).

Students who do not feel they are able to make a class presentation may prepare the materials which they will analyse/discuss at the oral exam. Students who have done the class presentations will have a much shorter oral exam.

Group Work: Class Presentation

During Module C I will be analysing a wide variety of texts from pop songs to film scripts, business letters to newspaper articles, headlines to adverts, legal texts to personal letters. We will be discussing various aspects of texts including purpose, target, context, medium, cotext, relationship between text and images, text and music, text and layout. We will also be identifying in the texts the features of language discussed during modules A & B. 

The student presentations consist in presenting to the class an analysis of at least 4 different kinds of text. It is expected that students find their own materials. However, if students cannot find any suitable texts to work with, they may contact me and I will provide materials.

Obviously to be able to do class presentations of this nature it is necessary to use either Power Point or Word documents. If groups have large chunks of text to analyse they must send these to me at least one week before the presentation so that I can make the photocopies for the other students in time for the lesson.

For practical reasons it is not advisable to have more than 3 students per group. Students are encouraged to work in groups and not alone, as learning to work as a group constitutes part of the task. Please contact me if there is any reason why you cannot work in a group.

As with the first presentation I will be preparing a schedule of presentations towards the end of the module. Students must attend ALL the presentations as they constitute an integral part of the course.
