Taking Time for the Finer Things

What a delicious irony. Last month, I (1) WAS (be) late for Slow Food night.  Walking through groups of people sipping wine, past tables of tasty treats, I was just in time (2) TO CATCH (catch) the opening remarks by the founder of Europe’s trendy eco-gastronomic movement. “We must take the time (3) TO ENJOY (enjoy) the pleasures of food,” (4) DECLARED (declare) the well-fed Italian, Carlo Petrini.  “We must (5) SUPPORT (support) our local farmers. Anyone who (6) DOES NOT (not do) this is stupid.”

It all (7) BEGAN (begin) 25 years ago in a small restaurant serving local specialties in the northern Italian town of Bra and since then (8) HAS GROWN (grow) to become an international movement with 80,000 members who are dedicated to a slower lifestyle. Slow Food now (9) HAS (have) more than 700 branches worldwide and (10) SPONSORS (sponsor) everything from seminars on agricultural biodiversity to a manifesto
 defending unpasteurised-milk cheese. In last month’s issue of The Ecologist, a British environmental magazine, Slow Food (11) WAS CALLED (call) “a movement to save the world.”

As I listened to the man from Bra, I (12) THOUGHT/WAS THINKING (think), “Yes, he’s right.”  I (13) HAD HEARD (hear) of the movement before, but I (14) HAD NOT DONE ?DID NOT DO? (not do) anything about it. That night, I finally (15) DECIDED (decide) to slow down and appreciate the finer things in life. “From now on,” I promised myself, “I (16) WILL CHANGE (change) my attitude to food.” During the Slow Food presentation, I (17) WAS INSPIRED (inspire) to hear people celebrating news of the progress in Britain against genetically modified organisms (GMOs).  I (18) IMAGINED (imagine) inviting friends to dinner parties of free-range
 lamb and organic
 potatoes. Yes, I (19) WILL/WOULD BECOME (become) one of those people who loves yoga and always (20) THINKS (think) about what goes into my body. That night I (21) REALISED (realize) this was something larger than me – a movement to save the earth – and so I made a decision to join. I told my friend about my intention: “I (22) ‘M GOING TO BECOME (become) a ‘slow foodie’!”

The next Saturday, I (23) WALKED ?WAS WALKING? (walk) through one of the 30 farmer’s markets in London while (24) CHATTING (chat) with farmers and (25) ENJOYING (enjoy) the smell of the freshly baked bread. Prices (26) WERE (be) about the same, or only slightly higher, than at London supermarkets. Next, I (27) VISITED (visit) the organic food store in my Notting Hill neighbourhood. Nowadays, this (28) IS (be) the place to be on a Saturday afternoon! It was like a scene from an American soap opera - a good-looking guy (29) WAS CAREFULLY CHOSING (carefully choose) fresh ingredients for a dinner party, young couples (30) WERE WALKING (walk) around the stalls, and I even (31) SAW (see) Alan Rickman, the actor buying some vegetables. But the prices! I (32) DID NOT KNOW (not know) that when organic food is packaged for elite shoppers it (33) COSTS (cost) 20% to 30% more than at the farmer’s market. I (34) LEFT (leave) the store without buying anything.

According to EU Business, Europeans now(35) SPEND (spend) twice as much on organic food as they (36) DID (do) in the late 1990s, but price (37) REMAINS (remain) the barrier to more growth. At the same time, the average Brit (38) SPENDS (spend) £400 a year on fast food, four times that of the Spanish and nearly twice that of the Italians. This trend (39) INDICATES (indicate) that the slow-food philosophy (40) HAS NOT TAKEN OFF (not take off) yet in the UK.

Ever since the conference, I (41) HAVE TRIED / HAVE BEEN TRYING (try) to maintain my slow-food regimen. I (42) PREPARE/HAVE PREPARED/HAVE BEEN PREPARING (prepare) meals with ingredients from the farmer’s market and I (43) HAVE CUT DOWN (cut down) the amount of fast food I eat by bringing healthy food to work. At the moment I (44) AM ATTENDING (attend) an organic cookery and wellbeing course.

However, I must admit that as a busy journalist I (45) AM NOT ALWAYS ABLE TO/HAVE NOT ALWAYS BEEN ABLE TO (not always be able to) keep to the regimen. Many of the containers of organic tofu that I (46) HAVE/HAD TAKEN / TOOK (take) to work sat untouched on my desk as I worked through my lunch break. More recently take-away meals (47) HAVE BEGUN (begin) to replace home-cooked meals. Still, even now I (48) BELIEVE (believe) that a slower lifestyle (49) IS (be) possible, if only we (50) SLOW DOWN (slow down) a bit and take time to really enjoy food instead of eating while rushing around doing errands on our lunch breaks.
