The exam structure

The exam has two parts:

· Friday 5 September morning: Part 1 - Discussion

· Friday 5 September: Part 2 - Writing

Part 1 – Discussion (prep + discussion + notes 1 hour)

· You will be given the details and context for your discussion at the beginning of the exam session. 

· You will have time to prepare for the discussion before you start.

· The discussion will be carried out in groups of 4 students (or 3 students according to the number of students enrolled) 

· After a register has been taken of the students doing the exam, students will be able to decide on group members and a schedule will be drawn up of when each group will hold their discussion. 

· The discussion should last around 30 minutes and must address the task. 

· After the discussion you will have 15 minutes to make notes on the most pertinent points raised and on the outcome. 

Part 2 – Writing ( 2 hours)

· On the question paper you will be given a brief background to the task followed by the task instructions. 

· You will have to produce a written text of 400 – 500 words. 

· Your piece of writing will be based on the discussion you had on the previous day but must also address the specific task set. 

· You may refer to the notes you made after your discussion.

· You may use a bilingual and/or monolingual dictionary.

Source material

· Essential background reading for your discussion will be available 10 days before the exam, on Sunday 24 August. This will be put online for you to download on the Lingua e Linguistica Inglese II (C) community page on Esse 3, on Kate Riley’s website (http://people.lett.unitn.it/riley/Lang%20and%20Trans.htm) and a hard copy will be put in the copy shop in Palazzo Consolati. 

· Kate Riley will be available in her office, via S. Margarita 10, 09.00 – 11.30 on Friday 29 August with a hard copy of the material in case there are problems with downloading the material from Esse 3.

· There will be between 12 – 15 pages of material.
