- urging the authorities to release them immediately unless they are to be charged with a recognizably criminal offence;

- calling on the authorities to ensure that all human rights defenders in Sudan are able to carry out their legitimate human rights work, in line with Sudan's commitments under international human rights law.

On 10 February in Nairobi, UNICEF convened the first education sector meeting. The meeting gathered partners active in the sector and present in the affected areas, namely Trocaire, SC UK, Adra Somalia, WVI-Somalia, Intersos, AET, CISP and SWRDA. Key partners for the response were identified and a matrix on Who is doing What and Where was devised. Some organisations have already responded to the crisis with school feeding programmes and incentives for teachers, especially in Northern Gedo where Trocaire and NCA are providing support to about 5,000 people. Wajid is becoming a reference point where migrants gather in search of assistance. Initial assistance to local schools through emergency education kits and tents has already started. In Bakool region in particular, UNICEF has distributed tents and educational kits to 20 schools in Huddur district, and IDP camps in Wajid. In Bay region, UNICEF has supplied 30 schools in Dinsor, Baidoa, Berdale, Qansahdere and B/Hakaba districts for 8,331 beneficiaries. World Vision in Wajid is providing assistance to 6 schools in the district.

One of the participants mentioned that in their parliament there was a lot of debate on the link between corruption and food aid with pressure to show actions taken by various donors. He enquired if the rest of the participants were having similar discussions. One of the participants agreed that indeed his government was also taking a tough stance on food security. It was mentioned that in Kenya there is a tendency by some people to buy crops and sell them at high prices and as such there is no strong drive to solve the drought problem in the long term. There is a need to have coherent response to drought linking short and long term perspective. The EC is in the process of committing €5 mio towards the logistical costs of transporting food by WFP. Currently, there is a prognosis that there will be no long rains in March and April and there is need to prepare for a La Niña phase.

In abrogation of these fundamental rights to due process and justice, the Bill will introduce into the Criminal Code Act 1995 a scheme whereby final orders for up to 12 months or more (under successive orders) will be made at the request of the Australian Federal Police (“AFP”) without the affected person knowing anything at all about the matter. The measures potentially available through control orders to restrict individual rights and freedoms will be extreme to the point of effectively shutting down a person’s day-to-day life. Under clause 104.4 of the Bill these will include restrictions on: freedom of movement, including leaving Australia; communicating or associating with specified persons; leaving the home either during specified hours or at all; having contact with the outside world through the telephone or internet; and performing specified activities, including the person’s employment. In addition, a person may be required to wear a tracking device - effectively the modern technological equivalent of being shackled - and, in a measure reminiscent of the “re-education” programmes of totalitarian regimes, to participate in “counselling” or “education” (subject to the person’s consent).

Last week, John Githongo, former ethics and governance permanent secretary, accused Murungi of asking him to "ease off" his inquiries into the Anglo-Leasing affair, and in exchange, a large loan his father had taken would "be made to go away".

State House also confirmed on Monday that the contract of Alfred Getonga, Kibaki's senior deputy secretary, has not been renewed following its expiry. Getonga was also named in Githongo's report.

Other senior officials named in Githongo's dossier are Vice-President Moody Awori, who denies any wrongdoing, and Francis Muthaura, head of the public service. Another prominent Kibaki ally who was named is Chris Murungaru, who was dropped in a cabinet reshuffle in November 2005.

As well as the map, there should be a title at the top: “Travelling To Torture-Paths To Secret Detention” and a demand at the bottom “Close and Disclose”.
