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Task 6

Listening and note taking – Violence against children/Rights of the child

For Tuesday 12th December I would like you to listen to one of the programmes found on the CD in the CIAL Mediateca. If you did not come to the lesson on Thursday 30th November then please choose one of the programmes which all deal with the same topic, namely Rights of the child/violence against children.

Task

Listen to the programme only once. As you listen, please take notes. How you do this (in English or Italian, in shorthand form etc) is entirely up to you. After you have finished listening, type up your original notes, as near as possible in their original form. If you have a scanner, you can scan the notes. Then take your notes and identify the key words/concepts and the main issues the programme raises. If you can, identify the points of view of the various participants in the programme and the overall aim/message/purpose of the programme. Rewrite your notes so that  they are organised in a logical and coherent way with the key issues clearly listed and any conclusions drawn clearly stated. Send both your original notes and your revised notes by Tuesday 12th December .
