You have to produce a 500 – 750 word press release for the Chatham House website about the session at Davos. In the short report you should not only relate what the speakers say (the task does NOT require a chronological list of what each speaker says) but also comment on the views, ideas and proposals expressed during the session. Remember at all times that you are working for Chatham House and so have to take this into account in your evaluation of what each speaker says.

Just for you information: Part One of the reading and the first 21 minutes of the debate were the materials used in the First Year English exam in February. You will have to do something similar in your exam in June – You can also find the Use of English part of the exam on my webpage. This will be good practice for you.
