Task 14 - PRESS REVIEW

As several students returning from internships in various organisations have had to do press reviews as a part of their duties, this is your next task.

Your press review is to be brought to a meeting of the G20 Media department so that a general press report can be produced to be submitted to the G20 Media and Communications working group. (In real life interns would also be present at this meeting taking notes)

A press review is merely a summary of all the topics discussed in the media of the particular geopolitical area you are covering. You have to read all (well some) the articles you can find for your area and decide what topics/points/issues are being discussed most. Your report should obviously be objective, but you should also make reference to the general stance of the articles and how the outcomes of the G20 meeting were perceived. Please remember that this is supposed to be a SUMMARY of the main points and so should be as succinct as possible. You are looking for common threads across all the source materials you look at.

How to go about the task

Look on the Internet (there are lots of sites which do this for you – a good place to start is http://www.abyznewslinks.com/) for the English language newspapers for your particular region. Then make a review by compiling the fully referenced information in a logical order. How you organise the information is up to you. As long as it is structured logically.

In class students will compile a single review – not two/three separate reviews, depending on the members of the group to provide the salient points discussed in the media of the area covered

During the lesson we will simulate the meeting of the area representatives. One of the group will be the area representative and will present the information in oral form. This means that you also have to decide HOW you will do this part of the task (from memory, from bullet points/prompts etc). This will NOT consist in a reading out of the review.

Press review regions (based on UN regions: http://www.un.org/depts/dhl/maplib/worldregions.htm):
1. Northern America
2. South-central and Western Asia (mainly Iran, India, Pakistan, Israel)
3. Eastern and Northern Europe
4. Rest of Europe
5. Eastern Asia

6. Africa

7. South America
