Stage One

Stage Two – Peer Assessment

On or before 19 April you will receive two essays from your classmates. You should read these essays with a view to providing an assessment of each one. You should focus on the structure and content of the essays NOT the language. The aim is to identify the good points in the essay, though you may also identify weaknesses in the essay and make suggestions as to how it  could be improved.

You should bring these essays with you to class on Monday 26 April, where you will be able to discuss them with the people in your group.

1. Genetically modified food: jeopardy or jackpot? Why?

2. Should a European identity be fostered? Why/Why not?
3. Is the European Union democratic? Has the Lisbon Treaty helped solving the democratic deficit problem?
4. a) His Holiness the Dalai Lama: a spiritual leader victim of Chinese communism or a keen political activist gathering allies?

or
b) "Tibet's struggle is the world's struggle*": is the the West taking for granted the rightfulness of the Tibetan cause?
