Read the following texts and decide what kind of summary they are. Where would you find them?

1. Humanity is sitting on a ticking time bomb. If the vast majority of the world's scientists are right, we have just ten years to avert a major catastrophe that could send our entire planet into a tail-spin of epic destruction involving extreme weather, floods, droughts, epidemics and killer heat waves beyond anything we have ever experienced.[…] a passionate and inspirational look at one man's fervent crusade to halt global warming's deadly progress in its tracks by exposing the myths and misconceptions that surround it. That man is former Vice President Al Gore, who, in the wake of defeat in the 2000 election, re-set the course of his life to focus on a last-ditch, all-out effort to help save the planet from irrevocable change. In this eye-opening and poignant portrait of Gore and his "traveling global warming show," Gore also proves himself to be one of the most misunderstood characters in modern American public life. Here he is seen as never before in the media - funny, engaging, open and downright on fire about getting the surprisingly stirring truth about what he calls our "planetary emergency" out to ordinary citizens before it's too late. 
2. The EU has recently introduced a cultural policy. This includes symbolic initiatives, among which is the creation of the `European Cities of Culture' (ECC), that are a primary example of EU attempts at awakening European consciousness by promoting its symbols, while respecting the content of national cultures. This goes together with the realization that the idea of `Europe' as the foundation of an identity is key for the legitimization of the EU. This article addresses the question of European cultural identity as it is appropriated and shaped by the EU in the process of becoming an `imagined community'. It is grounded on a critical systematization of current ideas of Europe as a cultural identity and on a fieldwork analysis of the nine ECCs in 2000. The article argues that if we are to appreciate how Europe is imagined, it is important both to take EU symbolic initiatives seriously, and to try and grasp the specificity of these symbols and the peculiar conditions of their use.. 
3. According to the latest information from the Department of Field Support, DFS, from the start of January this year, troop-contributing countries have reported that 33 military personnel implicated in cases of sexual abuse and exploitation during UN peacekeeping have been disciplined and punished.
The punishments included dismissal, forced retirement, withdrawal of officer’s commission, various lengths of imprisonment and outright dismissal.
Last year, two military personnel received similar disciplinary action and there were 15 such cases the year before.  Additionally, over the past three years, disciplinary action was also taken against 20 military personnel for cases involving other forms of misconduct, such negligent loss of firearms, traffic-related violations and fraud or theft.
Some of the cases involved peacekeepers who served in the Democratic Republic of the Congo, Haiti, Lebanon, Côte d’Ivoire, Liberia and Sudan.  When allegations of misconduct are substantiated against any military or police serving in UN peacekeeping, the UN repatriates the individuals concerned and then bans them from participating in future peacekeeping operations.  
4. Following the 2005 EWCS, Eurofound carried out further in-depth analyses of its findings on key themes relating to working conditions in the EU. The relationship between the use of technology, working conditions and the health and well-being of workers in Europe was one of the themes explored. The research looked at four different categories of technology used in workplaces – machinery, computer, machinery and computer, and no technology – in order to gauge their influence on working conditions and health outcomes..
