4. Recently, Facebook and Twitter have been the home of topic/focus of a lot of debates, political actions and protests. 11. Mr Sandel's lecture really seems too much abstract and in hard times like the ones we are living it is quite useless unhelpful/pointless/ futile.

12. Moreover, Mr. Cameron suggested cutting public spending on places, such as religious organisations and mosques, which, according to him, give roots to extremism. Nevertheless, this measurement would be totally useless futile/pointless and it would only destroy places for their worships or cultural events.

13. So we must get rid of the useless theoretical courses and concentrate more in teaching students how to do things so that they become active workers and citizens. Given the current view of the humanities this is acceptable
14. In contrast with this view, one can argue that the primary function of social networks is exactly precisely networking: connecting with people who have the same interests or background as us and possibly finding a job that way.
