Task 17 – The Lives of Others

Write a short (4-500 word) film review for the film including comments on whether such desperate and delicate issues should be fictionalised, in particular in film version, which is, after all, a form of entertainment.

Please get this review to me by Monday 16 May. On Monday 2 May we will be going over Task 12 (Cameron Speech critique). This is of a similar text type. DO NOT hand in your work before this lesson, as I will be discussing the common mistakes, which I hope will not appear in this task.  

This will be the last main writing task of the semester prior to your final, exam essay, based on the student led seminars in the second part of the semester.
