Collocation

Collocation refers to the relationship between words which commonly occur together in English. As there are often several synonyms (See Exercise 3) or near synonyms (see exercise 2) in English, choosing the appropriate collocate is a skill which may come naturally/intuitively to the L1 speaker, but can cause great uncertainty in the L2 learner. Indeed, even advanced learners often make unacceptable collocations (See Exercise 10). To have a clear idea of the kinds of relationships which fall under the name of collocation, try doing the exercises below.

A tip

When recording vocabulary in your notebooks you should try either to put the word in a sentence using one or more collocates, or list the collocates next to the word. For example when writing down ‘apply/application’ you could write:

‘application – collocates: to make, submit an application 

my application succeeded/was approved/was rejected

I applied successfully for the job.’
