Task 10

Below are nine essay questions. You may choose any ONE question for your first essay. 

Writing 

The essay should be a minimum of 900 words (three sides double line spacing. Please pay attention to organization at essay level, paragraph level and sentence level).  

To ensure that you are writing about something you are genuinely interested in, the the topics are of your choice. This means there are no links to materials which will give you an overview of the issues. As YOU have suggested them, I imagine you already have an opinion on the topic and have something to say. WE are primarily interested in your ability to present an argument, taking into account also the counter arguments, in a coherent and cohesive way – which means structuring your essay in an appropriate way with cohesion both within a paragraph and between paragraphs. Nonetheless, Task Achievement IS a main criterion – so please ensure that you answer the question and do not go off topic! Moreover, structure and use of language cannot be divorced from content, so the content HAS to be  pertinent and appropriately referenced. Indeed, please provide full references for any materials you may have used in the preparation of your essays, even if you have not included diret quotes form them in the essay.

We have reworded the questions so that you can more or less write the essay from your own personal viewpoint, without having to do too much research. There will be time later on in the yearto do more objective research based essays, when you do essays for more ‘demanding’ topics. However, you need to present your arguments carefully with fully developed arguments supported by the appropriate level of detail.

One last word of warning – plagiarism is looked upon very seriously by the School. I look upon it even more seriously. We cannot help you improve your English language writing skills if you present swathes of materials which are not yours. I speak (write) from experience: in the not to distant past there have been several cases of parts of papers and even whole papers being plagiarised. ALWLAYS REMEMBER TO REFERENCE ANY PHRASES AND EVEN IDEAS WHICH ARE NOT YOURS.

Before you submit your essays, please take into account the comments and corrections made to the writing tasks you have done over the semester both for me and Dott. Straub. In theory, the same mistakes should not appear in the essay (.

2. Assimilation or integration? Explain which approach to immigration you think best promotes a cohesive society.

4. Kony – subversive or philanthropic movement? 

5. Is prison the best answer to lowering crime rates?

6. Should Palestine be recognised as a nation by the UN?

7. Developments in the tourist industry compromise local culture. Discuss when this might / might not be acceptable in the destination country. 

8. Is birth control the best way out of the poverty trap?

9. Sustainable tourism is an effective way to achieve sustainable development in less developed countries. However, ensuring a high level of sustainability in the tourist industry is not an easy process. What are the principle obstacles to sustainable tourism and how may they be overcome?
