Obviously you should not focus so much on the delivery that you pay little (or no) attention to the content. 

This time I will NOT be asking you to do a write up! We will, however, be discussing the content and delivery of the lecture during our lesson on Wednesday 26th. Anyone who feels they want more practice writing reviews, can write up this review (no deadline) and I will be happy to correct it.
You can also make notes on the delivery (not content) of the other speakers. This is NOT intended as an exercise in finding fault with speakers, but rather identifying the points which make an effective speaker.
