Task 14 b – Transcript and self evaluation (after Thursday 14th March)
You will find a list of the order of play below. You should listen to/watch your presentation then write a transcript, correcting it if necessary (indicate where you would improve it and how). If you already wrote a script, or notes, then check these against delivery. You should alsouse the criteria from the peer.evaluation sheet for self-evaluation purposes. Send both your transcripts with corrections and self evaluation to me by Friday 21st March.

You should watch at least 3 other presentations, identifying the strong and weak points of each.You do not need to comment on each of the criteria we identified, but focus on a few. Send your feedback directly to the presenter of each presentation as soon as you can, so they can compare your evaluations with their own.
Task 14
Presentation 1 – 3 minutes
On Wednesday 12 March you will be giving your first presentation. This should last NO LONGER THAN 3 MINUTES MAX. Your presentation can be on ANY TOPIC YOU WISH. Try to choose a topic that you are interested in, or better still passionate about. The idea of this first presentation is to get you all to speak convincingly about a topic. This first presentation is not for assessment purposes, but rather to identify what your weak and strong points are, to help you improve for your student led seminar. In the past topics have ranged from “How to make brownies” (chocolate buns) to the meaning of dreams, from “The greatest football referee of all time” (I can’t remember his name so the presentation was not that effective!!!) to Murals in Northern Ireland, from Kalashnization vs Cocacolonization to the film “The Maltese Falcon”, from Traditional Bangla Weddings, to “Catcher in the Rye”, from how to develop a black and white photo to the benefits of goji berries etc etc. If you prefer to stick with a more ‘serious’ subject, that is fine, too. But please remember that you will be doing a 15 minute joint presentation as part of the student-led seminar and a final exam presentation after the written exam, for both of these presentations the topic HAS to be related to the degree course. 

You may use any visual/audio aids you want to (or none at all).
