Task 6 – Short review article

They are NOT intended as perfect models, quite the opposite, they are intended to make you reflect on the different approaches there are to writing a review of a lecture.

Please send me your reviews by Tuesday 12 November at the very latest so I can forward them to two other groups for editing.

You should provide a title for your reviews, and a one line subtitle, even though you would not be expected to do this in reality (this is the job of the editorial team)
Your articles should be around 4,000 characters, including spaces. 

You should also provide bio data about the authors.

If necessary, you should also edit the reviews.
