Task

a) Listen to the lecture taking note of the key ideas Prof. Sandel outlines. After the lecture rewrite these notes up in the form of a list of key words and ideas. Try to organise the ideas logically (not necessarily chronologically).

b) You are an intern working for the economic think tank Adam Smith Institute
. You have to produce a 500 – 750 word press release/review for the ASI website about the Lecture. In the short report you should not merely provide an overview but a general critique of the lecture, in particular bearing in mind ASI’s mission statement.
