Task 1 (Follow up and extension)
Food security

Deciding on a final programme proved more difficult than expected. We will be continuing this discussion on Tuesday 27 October, both in groups and as a class.

Once the programme has been drafted (in class) the groups have a series of documents to prepare. How you organise this is up to the group – delegating one document to each person and then editing together is one way of working. Working in pairs on documents, might be another approach.

I have prepared a Resource File with examples of all the documents you are required to produce to complete the task.

You have until December 1 to produce the following documents which constitute the main task for this semester. (You will be getting another main task over the LONG break ( on a topic of your choice!)

Draft outline of the conference (what is decided in class on 27 October) (See Exhibit 1)

Invitation to one of the speakers and acceptance letter (see Exhibits 2 and 2a)

Programme for the conference: (see Exhibits 3 and 3a)

This should include:

· the schedule (3 sessions) detailing the thematic areas for each session, the speakers and brief abstracts of the topic of each speaker

· the introductory blurb explaining the rationale behind the conference

Brief Press Release for the UN Website announcing the conference (see Exhibit 3b)

ONE of the following:

Action Statement (see Exhibit 4)

Draft Action Plan (see Exhibit 5)

Conference Statement (see Exhibit 6)

Conference Declaration (see Exhibit 7)

Decide whether you would prefer to produce a more formal Action Plan or a more general Action Statement or Conference Declaration. It is entirely up to you.

Please note that once you have written the Programme – outlining the rationale behind the conference - the final document should more or less ‘write itself’ IF the conference does what it set out to do!
