"Women and Peace and Security".

In fact the task is one that one of the MPB students (Master's in Peace Building) had to do during an internship at the UN HQ. She had to sit in on Security Council and UN General Assembly meetings, take notes and write summaries for press releases. So that's exactly what you will do!

Go to the UN webcast archives at http://www.un.org/webcast/sc.html and scroll down to September 30. Hillary Clinton Presided over a meeting approving resolution 1888 of 2009 regarding the protection of women and girls from sexual harm during conflicts.

Part 1

Listen to the first part of the meeting with Mrs Clinton speaking as President of the meeting.

Secretary of State Clinton, in her role as President of the Meeting, opens the meeting in the appropriate way. Make notes of the language of procedure that she uses (as do all Meeting Presidents). However, Mrs Clinton fails to obey protocol in one important way. How?

Part 2

Listen to the first part of the meeting (Clinton and Ban Ki-moon) and then go on to listen to at least one other speaker. Write summary statements for Secretary of State Clinton, The Secretary General and at least one other speaker. 

Summary statements should be a brief and neutral reporting of the key points each speaker makes.
