WHO/UN-HABITAT – Hidden Cities: unmasking and overcoming health inequities in urban settings
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The World Health Organization (WHO) and the United Nations Human Settlements Programme (UN-HABITAT) have jointly produced a new report, entitled Hidden Cities: unmasking and overcoming health inequities in urban settings. The report reveals that urbanization has not only brought opportunities, jobs and services, but has also created inequities in the health status of certain city dwellers, and these inequities can be traced back to differences in their social and living conditions. According to the report, “these urban inequities have been largely hidden from view, yet in every corner of the world certain city dwellers suffer disproportionately from poor health.”

In the lead up to the Fourth UN Conference on the Least Developed Countries (LDC-IV), NGLS is supporting the Office of the High-Representative for the Least Developed Countries, Landlocked Developing Countries and Small Island Developing States (OHRLLS) to bring the voice and perspectives of people living at the grassroots in the least developed countries and to share some of their concerns.
