You can borrow this for a short period to put a copy on your PC/MP3 player.

You should then listen to the debate, taking not of effective uses of language and areas where there could be improvement. I am not so much interested in accuracy (grammar mistakes etc but rather about both delivery AND organisation. Economy of expression and effectiveness in delivery. Transcribe your own contribution to the debate. See if you can revise any of what you said to make it more effective. See if you can think of any signposting language or linkers or transition markers which would improve your contribution. Are there any other things you might have said to make your position more convincing?

Regarding interaction in the questions – did you actually listen to the other person or simply wait until they had finished to reiterate your point? Are there any other questions you can think of that you SHOULD have asked?

When you have done this, contact me for an individual meeting and we will discuss your first ‘performance’ together and I can give you my feedback .

As Task 4 will consist in writing a brief report of the debate with summary statements for each speaker, you might like to take notes on the content of the debate (of the other participants) as you are listening, and not merely on your own contribution.
