Task /6 – Conference Programme, flier and press release.

Before Monday 18 April I want you to divide into two groups. Each group will prepare a Conference Programme for the Final Event on UN Reform.

You can invite WHOEVER you want to speak at the conference. This might be a Head of State, a politician an academic a human rights activist or ANYONE you think might have something interesting to say on the subject. We can even invite dott.ssa Sicurelli and dott. Belloni to come (in real life).

Anyway, by Monday 18 April I would like you to already be in groups and to have started thinking about how you want to organise the conference. 

By Monday 9 May I want each group to bring to class (and send to me by email) a series of documents:

· Invitation to at least one speaker (see Classwork section on AEW webpage)

· Call for participants – less important participants who will be participating in satellite round tables and not the main conferenceetc (see Classwork section on AEW webpage)

· Flier (see Classwork section on AEW webpage)

· Press release (much shorter version of the flier in journalistic syle) (e.gs. http://www.un.org/wcm/content/site/ldc/home, http://www.bankfundmeetings.org/  )

If there are 3 people in each group (or even 4) you can share the work. Please remember that although Ingrid is in Rome, she can participate in this activity – you can use Google docs, Dropbox or some other file sharing system to work on the documents collaboratively. Or you can each do a document each and then edit each others. I leave it up to you how you organise the work. 

I have uploaded some examples to my web page. You will also find hard copy examples in the ring-binder which I will leave in the tray in the corridor.
