Task 11  What object am I?
Before next Monday’s lesson you should deliver an object either to me (if I’m in my office) or to Rosalia (please make sure the other students do not see your object).
This object should be the ‘thing’ that best represents who you are. It cannot be a concept. It has to be a concrete object.

If the object is huge (e.g. the sea) then simply bring a picture.

I will bring these objects to class and we will try to match the objects with the people they represent. 

Then each of us (I will do this as well) will give a short talk as to why they chose this object.

No prizes for guessing which object I will bring to class.

The purpose of this talk is NOT persuasive speaking, but to help people understand who you are. A skill which is helpful during interviews.
