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1. Lurn to spel.
2. Foreign phrases may be de rigueur, but they often fail to capture the zeitgeist and are a bit passé.
3. Avoid quotations; as Dylan said "don't follow leaders" (and as I was saying just the other day to David Bowie, don't namedrop).
4. If you have a point to make just make it; don't go rambling on and on about it and bringing in stupid and irrelevant analogies like a little lamb wandering over the hills looking for earwigs, try and be fairly specific, well roughly, anyway, if you can say what you've got to say in a short sharp to the point, don't beat about the bush sentence, then you really should go right ahead and do that. I mean, don't repeat yourself, don't be superfluous, utilise compendious phraseology, don't repeat yourself, remember that understatement is always, always, always best, don't be boring your readers with endless waffle that serves no real purpose, don't repeat yourself and, wherever possible, use short sentences.
5. Alliteration ain't advantageous and's always avoidable anyway.
6. What's the point of rhetorical questions?
7. Don't use too many brackets (they're not always necessary (are they?)).
8. Its important to use the apostrophe in it's proper place.
9. Try not to use unnecessary exclamation marks!! Or ampersands & abbreviations etc.
10. Double-check what you have written in case you anything out.
11. Try to, wherever possible, not split infinitives.
12. And don't forget not to start a sentence with a conjunction, that's nearly as bad as using a preposition to end a sentence with.
13. Verbs in all sentences? Essential.
14. As I've said a million times before, don't exaggerate.
15. Don't generalise.
16. Avoid cliches like the plague.
