Two-minute RANT
 

During the lesson on Tuesday 21st you rewrote a phrase from your first speech in an attemtp to make it more effective/persuasive. You also delivered it an a more convincing way. You did this very effectively in a short space of time – well done! Now you need to do the same thing with a different speech
For Monday 26 October I would like you all to give a two-three minute RANT. This means that you have to get HEATED about an issue. This is NOT intended as a presentation of ideas, or a simple raising of an issue – but an impassioned plea for reason. There is no limit whatsoever on the topic. It does not have to be related to the degree course. The idea is to get you speaking with feeling.

Another example you might like to hearis related to the upcomingdebate http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=yMLZO-sObzQ. There are plenty of peoplle making impassioned speeches on youtube not all effective or even intelligible, but often impassioned!
 

I do not mind if you use notes, to help you, but I do not really think that memorised speeches are a very effective or impassioned way of making a speech. The idea is to get you to speak convincingly and naturally. Stress (of the phonological kind) and intonation are the focus, as are the choice of words and phrases. Effective speaking is as much about HOW you say things as WHAT you say. Please remember to PAUSE for effect. We have to be able to a) understand and b) digest what you are saying. A continuous stream of words will not have the same effect as fewer, well made points delivered convincingly. If your intonation is flat, YOU may not sound convinced of what you are saying.
After you have given your speech, you will have to defend your idea with your classmates. Depending on how many people come to the class, these discussions will last 2-3 minutes.  Your defence of your idea should be as impassioned as the talk itself!
