You should add forward slashes (//) where you paused, underline all the stressed syllables/words, highlight in blue where you were particularly impassioned and used intonation effectively. Highlight in yellow, where you used pauses effectively. 

5) With the second version, you should identify those parts of the speech which could be improved from the point of view of delivery. Highlight in red any parts which were delivered with bad timing (too fast OR too slow – laboured delivery)

Indicate how you would improve delivery.  Indicate parts of the speech which were not engaging.

Inidicate with tripple forward slashes /// where you would pause/breathe to improve the pace of the delivery.
