The English Language course has 3 main components – Skills and Competences Development, Legal English and Academic Writing. Each of the three components are assessed by means of continuous assessment, consisting in classwork and assignements for a total of 75%. There will also be a written exam and final essay which make up the remaining 25% of the mark. Details regarding assessment criteria and assignements can be found on the course website.

ORGANISATION

First Semester

Students will attend one lesson a week with the course lecturer, Kate Riley and two language support lessons a week with two other language teachers. More specifically the language suport consists of one lesson a week with Lesley Orme (Legal English) and one lesson a week with Richard Straub (Academic Writing). 

Lessons with the course Lecturer are with the whole class. For the Legal English and Academic Writing courses, the class will be split into three groups (see below). Greater details of each component of the course will be given to students during the first lesson(s).
